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To view the American Freedom Train move:

(1) 10 AM - 11 AM - Visitors park in the B&O's back parking lot located at 1100 James Street (Entrance is on Arlington Street)

(2) 10 AM - 11 AM - Visitors will be guided by Museum volunteers from parking lot, by foot, to grassy viewing area
All guests must be in the viewing area before 11 AM

(3) 11 AM - AFT 1 begins moving across Arlington toward viewing area

(4) AFT 1 will stop in front of visitors for brief presentation before continuing down track to destination
